Simple Formula: 

Subject + Verb + Object 

 Example: 

 I eat rice  

 She reads a book  

 They play football  

 

 Daily Use Sentences 

Teach students real-life English: 

 How are you?  

 What are you doing?  

 I am going to market  

 Please help me  

 Thank you / Sorry  

 

 Tenses (Basic Level) 

Present Tense 

 I eat / I am eating  

Past Tense

Future Tense 

 I will eat
